Gelisim School is a K-12 school which was founded in 1996 by Serdar Oner, a Child Development and Education Expert, with a
competent and experienced staff. It started education in 1987 in Karsiyaka with its first educational institution, Gelisim Kindergarten, and
has continued to take part in the education field with its primary, secondary and high school since then.

¢ All students in the Science and Math, Turkish and Maths tracks follow an accelerated mathematics curriculum consisting of Algebra,
Trigonometry, Geometry,

¢ Pre-Calculus and Calculus.

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After School Programs

Gelisim High School students are actively involved in a wide variety of After School Programs, covering a range of activities in the
fields of sports (basketball, futsal, volleyball, equestrianism, snooker, cardio workout and Quidditch ), fine arts (performing arts,
visual arts, cinema, dubbing), science&technology (robotic, scientific projects, scuba diving, mathematics and science), community
service (CAS), personal development (conversation), international based (Italian, PASCH, MUN, DI, Young Reporters, ISTA) and
academic support. The most popular clubs are MUN and CAS both of which give the students the chance to complete nationally
and

internationally.

Performing arts includes drama and pop music band. Visual arts clubs include pottery, graphic&design, body art, animation.

After School Programs are supported by the school's facilities situated on a 25.000 square meters of green area, a 382 seat
conference hall. The school has excellent

sports facilities including a National Second League Basketball Stadium, Gymnasium, Volleyball Stadium, outdoor basketball and
football fields.

Community Service

Since 2013-2014 Academic year, community service has been a significant part of the school's education program. Each student in
Gelisim College has to fulfill minimum 20 maximum 60 hours of community service in one year. They can choose to participate any
one or more from the range of community service activities, such as helping refugee families, motivating and supporting sick
children in hospitals, organizing a charity program for the children with leukemia. The students have been organizing the event of
“lyilikler Diikkani” in order to provide financial aid for children with leukemia for four years. This program aims to motivate the

children throughout their

treatment period and provide their families with clothing, food, toys, or any kind of supply they need.
